Dr Partha Sarathy mentioned that the motto is to promote and depute the
engineering students to the industries with a period of 6 months to 12 months
where stipend is provided based on their skills. Industries have certain problems and
are to be solved by the engineering students under the supervision of BITS faculty
members, he added. Around 2000 students are doing internship programs with
various industries to come up with innovative ideas. He said that the selection
procedure for internships is based on skill tests. BITS has around 800 number of
MoUs with Skyroot, ABB, DRDL etc. He suggested all the correspondence and
documents are to be forwarded through Alumni for signing on MoUs. A MoU should
have included the termination procedures in detail.



For internships, students must always approach industries/firms rather than faculty.
Around 120 students clubs are running in the BITS Hyderabad campus among
which Robotics, Rockets, Automobile, Space clubs are effectively working. BITS has
Technology Business Incubator centre which is very active in functioning.
